CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

All entries must be registered or eligible for registration by WPCS and registration numbers must be 

shown on entry form. WPCS rules apply. 

All incorrect entries will be returned. The judges’ decision is final. If only one entry forward the judge 

may award whichever prize merited by that entry. It is at the judge's discretion as to whether a class is 

held up if an exhibitor is in another class. 

Foals must be at least 3 weeks old on the day of the show and accompany their dam in the ring. Colts 4 

years and over must hold a stallion licence and number must be quoted on entry form.    

Performance medal offered to champion in accordance with WPCS medal regulations. 

 SOUTH YORKSHIRE will not be held responsible for any loss, damage or injury however caused all 

exhibitors are advised to have their own 3rd party insurance hard hats must be worn at all times when 

mounted on the showground and be to British current standards. It is responsibility of each competitor 

to ensure they are in the ring for their class/classes. 

It is the exhibitor/owner’s responsibility to ensure that the animal to be shown is entered in the 

correct class as once the catalogue has been printed and forwarded to the WPCS the animal entered in 

the wrong class cannot transfer to another class. 

No refund of entry fee shall be made if an exhibitor misses a class objection are to be lodged within 30 

minutes of the class with £30 deposit which will be returned if the objection is sustained. No mucking 

out of horsebox on showground all dogs must be kept on lead and owners must clean up after their 

dogs.

Please take time to read this before your journey as most sat-navs direct you wrongly...  
A1 TRAVELLING SOUTH BOUND  
1. Leave A1 at junction 35, then join the M18 motorway signposted “The North”. 
2. Leave the M18 at junction 3, the A6182 exit to Doncaster  
3. At the roundabout take the 3rd exit onto the “Great Yorkshire Way” / A6182  
4. At the roundabout take the 1st exit to stay on great Yorkshire way  
5. At the parrots corner traffic lights keep in the middle lane doing a slight right following the signs 
for BAWTRY/A6182 passing the Doncaster Park and ride on your right.  
6. At the next set of traffic lights take your right lane and keep straight following the A638/Great 
North Road  
7. Continue passed the Mount Pleasant hotel on your right. 
8. Continue passed the next left turning signposted Austerfield  
9. The NORTHERN RACING COLLEGE IS ON THE RIGHT SIDE AFTER THIS. 
 
M1/M18  
1. Leave M1 at junction 32, then join the M18 motorway signposted “The North”.  
2. Leave the M18 at junction 3, the A6182 exit to Doncaster  
3. At the roundabout take the 3rd exit onto the “Great Yorkshire Way” / A6182  
4. At the roundabout take the 1st exit to stay on great Yorkshire way  
5. At the parrots corner traffic lights keep in the middle lane doing a slight right following the signs 
for BAWTRY/A6182 passing the Doncaster Park and ride on your right.  
6. At the next set of traffic lights take your right lane and keep straight following the A638/Great 
North Road

A1 TRAVELLING NORTH BOUND  
1. Leave the A1 at junction 34. On the 1st roundabout take the 4th exit, then at the 2nd roundabout 
take the first exit onto the A614, signposted Bawtry.  
2. At the roundabout take the first exit onto the A638 signposted Bawtry.  
3. Entering Bawtry continue straight on, A638 (Great North Road) signposted Doncaster 
 4. Keep on the A638 and you will pass a caravan centre on your right, followed by a water tower on 
your left, and then the paintball fields and RSPCA Centre- also on your left. Approximately 50 yards 
further on you will see the NRC gallops on the left hand side  
5. The entrance to the NRC is signposted about 100 yards further on your left
